MCA aneurysm, was found to have abnormal vasculatures in the
region of Rt hypoglossal canal during work up for intractable
pulsatile tinnitus.
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Rt anterior condylar confluence dural AVF fed by ascending pharyngeal neuro-meningeal
trunk, draining into posterior condylar vein. No connection to jugular bulb or IPS
